Class committees are constituted with student representatives for 2nd, 3rd and 4th years separately branch wise. Every month, the committee meetings are held with the participation of the entire concerned department faculty Principal and the Chairman.  In the meeting, all the matters regarding the coverage of syllabus as per schedule by individual staff members, their mode of coverage, any facilities needed by the students  (academic or otherwise), the general performance of students in monthly tests and identification of weak students etc are discussed thread bare.

A series of the tests are conducted to assess the depth of understanding of the subject and the student performance is carefully monitored and conveyed to parents regularly.  The staff are encouraged to participate in conferences / seminars / workshops and faculty development programmes conducted in various subjects by Anna University.  Similarly the students are encouraged to participate in technical contests conducted by colleges besides giving in house seminars on emerging topics in their respective fields.  Industrial visits are mandatory and students are sent to highly reputed private / Government organizations.

To make the students proficient in English, BEC (British English Course) Classes are conducted for the 1st and 2nd year students and the students are encouraged to appear for the examination conducted by British Council.  Aptitude tests, group discussions and coaching classes for GATE, MAT CAT, etc. (depending on the students choice) are conducted with slots allotted in the regular timetable its self from 3rd year onwards.

For each class a grievance committee is constituted consisting of a class counselor, Head of the department, Principal, Physical director and warden which is presided by the Chairman.
